State will shift staff from Gov. Morehead School to Wilson; students to stay in Raleigh

The Governor Morehead School for the Blind will remain open, but some staff will be shifted to Wilson, Superintendent of Public Schools June Atkinson announced at a news conference late Monday.

The state has been looking at closing one of three schools for those with disabilities -- the Morehead School, the Eastern North Carolina School for the Deaf and the North Carolina School for the Deaf in Morganton.

Atkinson said the 47 students at the Morehead School will remain in Raleigh, but some administrative staff will be shifted to Wilson and the Morehead School will become a satellite school of ENCSD.

"This proposal will save North Carolina money and it is a win-win situation for the 47 students now being served at the Morehead campus," Atkinson said.

Atkinson said the state will look to rent out some of the unused space at the Morehead School.

The Morehead School was established in 1845 and is located in Raleigh off of Western Boulevard, across from Pullen Park.

The three schools have 200 students and budgets of $22 million.
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
